Dear Parents and Friends of the School,

School meal prices are:
£2.10 per day
£10.50 per week

All meals should be paid for in advance.

You will be receiving a letter via your child after half term explaining the new “Agora”
online payment system for dinner money. We will still be sending out the meal
selection forms on the 1% day back as we still require these to be returned so we can
plan for your child’s requirements for the half term.

If your child is not in at the beginning of the school day (because of appointments, etc)
but will require a school meal, it is important that you ring in and advise us before 10
am, otherwise the numbers catered for are incorrect and the last children may not
receive the advertised meal.

We believe there are pupils who are eligible for FREE SCHOOL MEALS who are not yet
claiming them.

Applications can be done online and the process is extremely simple. If you need help doing
this please come to the office. If you are receiving the following benefits you are probably
entitled to free school meals:

e Income Support
e Employment Support Allowance
e Child Tax Credit and parents whose annual income does not exceed £16,190 and

who are not in receipt of Working Tax Credit
If you are at all unsure whether you qualify please come to the office and talk to Miss Perry.

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Year 6 took part in a World War Il day. They came to school dresses as
evacuees and bought their luggage with them. They discovered the new village
they would be living in, compared luggage, wrote letters home and practised
what to do during an air raid. In the afternoon they took part in mend and
make do (sewing), created paper toys, made bunting, thought about basic first
aid and created motivational speeches. This was followed by a celebration of
the end of the war, where their parents came to pick them up and joined in the
singing and Lindy Hop dancing.
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On Tuesday 15™ October Year 3 were Ancient Greeks for the day! We dressed
up in Ancient Greek costumes and gave ourselves Greek names. In the morning
we got to try out lots of different activities, like making mosaics, wax tablets,
charms and even making medicines like the Ancient Greeks did (using herbs).

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Football Update

Queen Edith footballers have enjoyed an excellent start to the season. On Tuesday 15t
October, we welcomed Colville for a friendly match. We opened the scoring in the first
couple of minutes and, despite making lots of substitutions to make sure everyone got
plenty of game, we continued to score regularly throughout the game, with the final result
being 8-0 to Queen Edith. Special mention to Bradley who came out of goal for the second
half to score a hat-trick.

On Saturday 19t October, we took two teams to the annual Perse tournament. Despite a
number of children missing the tournament because of club commitments, it was a very
successful day. Although our B team lost their first game 4-0 to a very strong Milton Road
team, they responded positively in the next match, beating Kimbolton 1-0, with an excellent
goal from Antoine. Needing to win the last group match to qualify for the quarter finals, we
lost a very close game 1-0, with a late goal. Nevertheless, it was a very good team
performance and we improved significantly as the tournament progressed, and Mahdi was
in excellent form in goal, making several excellent saves.

The A team got off to an great start in their group, winning their first game 4-0. After a 1-1
draw against Kimbolton A in a game they dominated, a victory against Perse C saw them
finish top of their group. A comfortable 2-0 win in the quarter finals against Milton Road B
set up a semi-final against St John’s. Despite creating a number of clear cut chances, we
couldn’t quite find our way past the St John’s keeper and the game went into golden goal
extra time. This, too, finished goalless, leading to the dreaded penalties. Thankfully, our
penalty-takers held their nerve, with Theo, Poyraz and Kyle making no mistake and Bradley
pulling off a crucial save to secure a deserved victory.

In the final, we faced Histon and Impington, who’d had a long wait since the conclusion of
their semi-final. It was a very tight game, played by two exhausted-looking teams, with few
sights of goal. After another 0-0 draw, the game again went to golden goal extra time. This
time, though, we suffered our first defeat, with a long-range strike giving Bradley no chance.
Nevertheless, this was a really good performance in what is always a tough competition.

teams. The U-9s were up first. It was their first taste of competitive korfball, as they have
only being playing for a few weeks. Normally, this would mean suffering heavy defeats in the
first games against more experienced opposition, but we won both of our first two matches
in quick succession, with Asha, Mekhi and Toby all scoring. Only in the third game, against
Milton Road A, did we get caught out a little and left our opponents unmarked. Although we
lost this game to finish second in our group, and also the third and fourth place play-off, to
finish in fourth place out of eight teams was a fantastic achievement.

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Most of our U-11 team have had a lot more experience of competitive korfball and we were
in confident mood going into the tournament. Although we didn’t play at our best in the first
two matches, we still managed to beat Cambridge City 2-0 and Cambridge Tigers 2-1. This is
an amazing turn-around from when we first started competing in these tournaments and
were being beaten comfortably by the same opponents. We went into our final match
against Milton Road, knowing that a victory would see us win the tournament, and we ran
out comfortable 4-0 winners.

There was a nice mix of goals, with Nina, Saif, Safi and Isla all scoring, and we were really
focused in defence, only conceding one goal in the three games. A special well done to Saif
and Safi, who scored five goals between them, having already played six games of football
earlier in the day, and Seby who also played in the Perse tournament in the morning but
came back full of running. Isla asked a brilliant question — “What do | need to do to
improve?” —and when told to “be more selfish (on the korfball pitch!)” looked to take her
shots and scored two goals. Overall, though, it was a brilliant team effort and a fantastic way
to end a great day’s sport.
