Weather patterns:

Can you make an instrument using things you find at home and use it to play a cheering song?

In 1666, fire caused huge damage to homes.


How can we keep our own houses save from fire? Walk around your house with a parent or carer. Can you spot things that could be dangerous? What do we need to do to keep safe? (eg. use oven gloves, turn off electrical items).
